Install the Sprayhead
  Remove the sprayhead and fl ange.
  Thread the nut, metal washer, and rubber washer to the bottom of the shank.
  Apply a ring of plumbers putty or other sealant according to the putty manufacturer’s instructions.
  From the underside of the bidet, insert the shank through the spray hole.
  From the top of the bidet, thread the fl ange onto the shank.
  Securely thread the sprayhead as far as it will go on to the shank.
  Thread the fl ange until it is snug against the sprayhead.
  Securely tighten the nut onto the shank with a wrench. Do not overtighten.
  Remove any excess putty or sealant.

Install the Lift Rod Escuthceon
  Apply a bead of plumbers putty or other sealant to the underside of the escutcheon according to the putty 

manufacturer’s instructions.
  Insert the escutcheon through the mounting hole from above.
  From the underside of the bidet, slide the washer (tapered side up), brass washer, and nut onto the 

escutcheon shank.
  Securely tighten the nut with a wrench. Do not overtighten.
  Remove any excess putty or sealant.

  Remove the protective cover from the fl ange.
  Apply a ring of plumbers putty or other sealant to the underside of the fl ange according to the putty 

manufacturer’s instructions.
  Assemble the nut, fl at washer, and tapered gasket (tapered side up) fully onto the body.
  From the underside of the fi xture, insert the drain body up into the drain hole.
  From the top of the fi xture, securely hand tighten the fl ange onto the drain body.
  Make sure the drain body seal hole is facing the back of the fi xture, and securely tighten the nut.
  Remove any excess putty or sealant.
  Insert the stopper into the fl ange.
  For regular installations, insert the short end of the rod into the body seal hole and under the stopper. For 

vandal-resistant installations, fi t the rod through the hole in the stopper. Hand tighten the body nut.
  Remove and adjust the stopper as needed so it lifts about 3/8” (10 mm) when opened. To adjust, rotate the 

threaded stopper rod in or out as needed. Retighten the stopper nut.
  Apply thread sealant tape to the tailpiece threads, and thread the tailpiece to the body. Tighten the tailpiece 

securely.
  Slide one end of the clip on to the rod. Slide the link onto the rod with the thumb screw facing the back of 

the fi xture.

Ensure that the seal gasket or O-ring is installed to the underside of the cold handle assembly.
  Fit the valve assembly through the top of the lavatory. (Cold on the right side, hot on the left side.)
  Partially thread the screws into the ring.
  Install the washer and ring onto the valve assembly. Thread the ring up the valve assembly.
  Orient the handle with the faucet.
  Tighten the screws. Do not overtighten. Repeat with the second handle.

Valve/Breaker Installation
  Slide the nut and compression sleeve onto the adapter.
  Apply thread sealant onto the bottom threads of the adapter. Thread the adapter onto the bottom of the 

transfer valve shank. Securely tighten the nut.
  Apply thread sealant onto the short end threads of the pipe fi tting. Thread the pipe fi tting onto the side of 

the transfer valve shank.
  Apply thread sealant onto the long end threads of the pipe fi tting. Thread the fl exible hose onto the pipe 
fi tting.

  Slide the sealing washer (tapered side up) onto the transfer valve.
  From the underside of the bidet, insert the transfer valve into the mounting hole.
  From the front of the bidet, rotate the transfer valve until the pipe fi tting faces toward the right.
  From the top of the bidet, slide a sealing washer (tapered side down), fl at washer, and plastic nut onto the 

transfer valve. Securely hand tighten the plastic nut.
  From the front of the bidet, rotate the valve stem counterclockwise. Slide the spline insert onto the valve 

stem.
  Thread the escutcheon onto the plastic nut.
  Rotate the handle until the pointer faces the front of the bidet. Press the handle onto the spline insert.

Connect the fl exible hose from the transfer valve 
onto the spray shank. Connect the supply hoses (not provided) to the supply stops (left is hot; right is cold).

  Connect the supply hoses to the supply tee via the threaded fi ttings.
  Insert a rubber gasket and nylon washer into the supply tee outlet.
  Thread a fl exible hose into the supply tee outlet.
  Slide the gasket onto the transfer valve/vacuum breaker shank.
  Connect the fl exible hose from the supply tee outlet onto the transfer valve/vacuum breaker shank.

  Remove the sprayhead.
  Open both the hot and cold valves and run water through the transfer valve and spray assembly for about a 

minute to remove debris. Check for leaks.

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   head. 6. ADJUST THE HANDLE AND ESCUTCHEON ALIGNMENT IF NEEDED

Pull up to remove the handle and bearing from the escutcheon.
NOTE: Use a pick or a similar tool to help remove the spline adapter. 

  To adjust the handle, remove the screw and reposition the spline adapter.
  Reinstall the screw. Ensure that the valve is fully turned to the “OFF” position.

NOTE: To test the handle alignment, the handle does not need to be fully installed. 
  Insert the handle until it engages with the spline adapter to verify alignment. 
  Repeat this procedure until the desired handle alignment is obtained, then push the handle down until it 

snaps fi rmly in place against the escutcheon.
  To adjust the escutcheon, loosen the screws in the ring to allow for escutcheon adjustment.
  Tighten the screws when desired escutcheon alignment is obtained.
